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LOCAL FARMERS FEED INVERNESS IN FESTIVE LAMB GIVEAWAY

NFU Scotland members will be out in their numbers this Saturday 24 November between 10am and 4pm at the East end of Inverness’ High Street, promoting Scotch lamb to local shoppers.

Local lamb producers will greet hungry shoppers with one thousand lamb rolls, which they will hand out absolutely free of charge.  Lucky passers-by will also have the chance to enter into a draw to win a box of lamb, worth £200, in time for Christmas.

NFU Scotland’s Highland Regional Manager, Ian Wilson, who has organised the give-away, says:

“Scottish farmers produce among the best lamb in the world and people nationwide enjoy lamb mince, chops and roasts throughout the week and especially on Sundays.  I do occasionally meet people who think they won’t like the taste of lamb so this event is all about encouraging people to try it.

“A number of local farmers will be there all Saturday answering questions people may have about where their lamb comes from and we shall be giving out advice on how to cook lamb and handing out recipes.  Lamb prices have taken a real hit over the last couple of months and we are trying to encourage people to support their local producers.  I am looking forward to talking to lots of people at the event and seeing them enjoy these delicious lamb rolls.”

North Highland Products, who market the successful Mey Selections food and drink brand, donated the lamb for the event.  Danny Miller, the company’s chairman, says: 

“This is a marvellous opportunity for the people of Inverness to enjoy this high quality product reared right on their doorstep.  We can be really proud of the lamb and beef we produce in this area. 

“Resulting from our partnership with Sainsbury’s, a selection of their Taste the Difference quality range of new ready meals use our meat and highlight the fact on their packs.  To the best of my knowledge, this is the first time any supermarket has put the supplier’s name and logo on the consumer packaging of an own label product.  One welcome result is that we are now supplying over 2,500 lambs and over 200 cattle per week - all sourced from farmers such as myself, local to the North Highlands.”
