In June this year, NFU Scotland launched a high-profile campaign aimed at highlighting all of the positive things delivered by Scottish farming, and persuading people to back Scottish farmers by buying Scottish food and drink.

Nigel Miller, NFUS Vice-President, says:

“The ‘What’s on your Plate?’ campaign is designed to raise consumer awareness of the importance of local food and farming.  Farmers across Scotland are leading the campaign by drawing people’s attention to the fact that Scotland produces among the best food in the world.  Behind this wonderful food and drink lies a crucial combination of very high animal welfare, environmental and food safety standards, as well as the lifeblood of Scotland’s rural communities and maintaining Scotland’s famously beautiful countryside.  

“Now, more than ever, people must support their local producers.  This summer’s wet weather is leading to shortages of summer foods we take for granted for example, strawberries, raspberries, lettuce and peas.  People are starting to understand that Scottish farmers cannot grow food indefinitely if the conditions aren’t right and this includes the price they receive for what they produce.

“I am very much looking forward to coming to the Dumfries Show.  I hope to meet a good number of local farmers to talk about what NFU Scotland is doing to ensure they have the best operating environment possible and that they receive a fair price for what they produce.  Despite the wet weather, there are glimmers of hope for cropping and milk and while this has been a very tough year for beef and sheep producers, we are now getting back to last year’s levels.  
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“I also hope to talk to people at the Show about the ‘What’s on your Plate?’ campaign and to answer any questions they may have about where their food comes from.”
